Parents,
We are starting to receive questions about inter-district attendance agreements.  There have been changes in our policy this year based on the California Education Code.
There are several points to be aware of:
1. The district you reside in has the right to stipulate terms for reapplication.  In a few cases it is stated that the agreement is for the 2011-2012 year only.  These applicants will have to reapply through their home district in order to remain at Lake Elementary School for the coming year.  We will notify those families of this limit.  If you do not hear from us by Friday, February 10th you can assume there is no such limit.
2. For the vast majority of agreements we have on file there are no such limits and so these are good for five years.  The Education Code allows us to renew these automatically and that is what we will do.  So, for example a kindergarten student will have to reapply at the end of the fourth grade.
3. New students will need to apply the first year they wish to attend Lake.  This would include any new kindergarten students or people new to Lake in the other grades.  This application begins at the school district of residence.  If they grant approval the requests are given to us and we approve of them based on space available.
