About This School
	Lake Elementary School District is a small single school district located in Glenn County several miles from Orland.  Lake serves students in grades kindergarten through eighth grade.  At present there are 158 students.  Grades K-3 are single grade classes and grades 4-8 are combination classes.  Special education services are provided by the Glenn County Office of Education.  A teacher and aide provide services to students with IEPs and work with small groups of regular education programs through Response to Interventions.  GCOE also provides instrumental music, health services, and a psychologist on a part time basis.  Lake serves students eligible for Title I services with paraprofessionals who offer support in the regular classes.  One paraprofessional is trained in Reading Recovery and works with individual students in grades one and two.

School Facilities
Summary of Most Recent Site Inspection
	An inspection of the facilities was conducted in the spring of 201l.  The Facilities Inspection Tool (FIT) developed by the Office of Public School Construction was used.  In most of the areas inspected the district’s rating was “good”.  The electrical systems and restrooms received a “fair” rating and the overall rating for the district was “fair”.  Lights were replaced over the summer and a new drinking fountain was installed.  The plumbing in the restrooms is old and should be replaced.  Lake has applied for a hardship grant to modernize the main structure and to replace the portables with modular buildings.  An architectural firm has been hired and initial plans are now being developed.  A key element in the modernization portion will be the construction of new bathrooms both for student and staff use.


Repairs Needed
	If state funding is obtained in the spring of 2012 a modernization of the existing main building will begin in the summer.  New restrooms will replace the existing ones and a new kindergarten room, transitional kindergarten room and school library will be installed.  The offices will be upgrades and expanded as well.


Corrective Actions Taken or Planned
	Since the last SARC report the main building has had a new roof, windows, alarm, electrical systems installed.  The parking lot was redone.  Fire alarms and class bells have been improved so all portable classrooms can hear them.  Several classrooms have had walls replaced or repaired because of wind damage.

School Description and Mission Statement (School Year 2010–11)
	Lake Elementary is a small rural K-8 school located in Glenn County several miles from Orland, California.  It is a single school district serving 158 students.  Grades K-3 are single grade classes and there are combination classes in grades 4-8.  The Glenn County Office of Education provides direct support to the district for special education services, instrumental music, health services, counseling and a psychologist.  The school staff consists of seven credentialed teachers, six paraprofessionals including one trained in Reading Recovery.  A support staff includes a part-time superintendent/principal, business manager, custodian/bus driver, and a cafeteria manager.
Mission Statement-Lake Elementary will provide a safe nurturing environment where all students will be able to achieve their academic and social potential.  The staff, parents and community will work to develop students who value themselves and others, pursue high academic achievement, come to school ready to learn, speak and write effectively, compute and problem solve both individually and in groups, value personal health and fitness, and use information and technology resources.



Opportunities for Parental Involvement (School Year 2010–11)
	Lake Elementary is proud of the support its parents and community members provide for classroom and school wide activities.  The Parent Teacher Organization (PTO) is actively involved in fund raising for campus improvements and classroom support.  The most visible contribution is the new primary play yard located in the center of the campus.  A spaghetti dinner and carnival is an annual fall fund raiser run by the PTO. Parents also serve as members of the School Site Council, as classroom volunteers, field trip chaperons, and library volunteers.

III. School Climate
School Safety Plan (School Year 2010–11)
	The school safety plan was updated and adopted by the Board of Trustees in November of 2011.  It contains all required elements listed in Education Code #35294.1.  These elements include: child abuse reporting, disaster response procedures, suspension and expulsion policies, sexual harassment policy, dress  and behavior policies.  The plan will be reviewed again in the spring of 2012 by the School Site council and the revised version will be presented to the Board for formal adoption.  Elements of the plan are reviewed by staff during inservice training and drills are conducted each month.

IV. School Facilities
School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements (School Year 2011–12)
	An annual inspection of the school district’s facilities was conducted in the spring of 2011 using the Facility Inspection Tool (FIT) created by the Office of Public School Construction.  Several deficiencies were noted in the restrooms, drinking fountains and electrical.  These were corrected by local maintenance, replacement of drinking fountains and repairs in classroom #4.  The district is eligible for modernization of the main building and new construction to replace the portable classrooms.  An architectural firm was hired and plans are now being developed to present to the State Auditors Office in the spring of 2012.  The modernization project would include a complete refurbishing of student and staff restrooms.  The district is eligible for a hardship grant and work on these projects will begin once state funding is granted.

	In addition to the regular educational program the District offers a variety of supplemental services in order to assist all students in meeting the academic standards for their grade.  The school has a school-wide Title I program in which paraprofessionals provide individual and small group support to students.  One paraprofessional is trained in the Reading Recovery Program and provides that instructions to students in first and second grade.  The special education teacher and aide have developed a Response to Intervention Program designed to give additional support to students in all grades.

IX. Student Performance
Standardized Testing and Reporting Program

The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including: 
1. California Standards Tests (CSTs), which include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven.
1. California Modified Assessment (CMA), an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through eleven; mathematics for grades three through seven, Algebra I, and Geometry; and science in grades five and eight, and Life Science in grade ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations.
1. California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA), includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations.


The assessments under the STAR Program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels.
